The research master Brain and Cognitive Sciences is an English-taught, two-year programme amounting
to 120 EC. The master's programme aims to train students to become experts in their specific subfield

of Brain and Cognition but with a clear understanding and appreciation of the contribution made by the
other subfields.

Over a two year period students complete an advanced curriculum combined with two research projects
(the firstin year 1, the second in year 2 ), a literature thesis.

For more information on the curriculum see our student website,
Entry points

Entrance to the program is structured along three entry points: behavioural neuroscience, cognitive
neuroscience and cognitive science. They differ in terms of the Entry Courses taught at the start of the
programme.

These courses are
offered in semester 1, period 1 and dive into the current topic in the field, as well as the state-of-the-art
methods that are employed.

Core Curriculum Courses:

There is a core curriculum which is mandatory for all MBCS students. It consists of three plenary
courses and three individual courses. The three plenary courses are:

1 Milestones, Promises and Pitfalls (2 EC)
2 Special Topic in Cognitive Science (6 EC)
3 ABC summer School (4 EC)
The three individual courses are:
1 Literature Thesis Brain and Cognitive Sciences (12 EC)
2 Research Project 1 (26 or 32 EC)
3 Research Project 2 (36 or 42 EC)

The research projects each come in two sizes, but for only one of them the extended size can be used,
leading to @ maximum total of 68 EC for the two projects combined.

Ohjectives

By the end of the course students should be able:

1. To explain basic knowledge about neuroanatomy and model-based neuroscientific techniques.
2. To summarize and critically present recent neuroscientific articles.

3. To distinguish the advantages and pitfalls of several methods used in cognitive neuroscience.

Contents

Starting from a decision-making theoretical framewaork this introductory course focuses on three main
aspects of model-based neuroscience.

In the first part, students will receive a short introduction in the anatomy of the human brain with a
focus on cortico-basal ganglia networks.The second part of the course introduces two popular
neuroimaging techniques: functional magnetic resonance imaging (fMRI) and electroencephalography
(EEG). In the third part, students will learn about the so-called “model-based approach’ where
neuroscientific methods such as fMRI or EEG are combined with cognitive models that quantify latent
psychological processes.

In addition, there will be one practical session where students are given the opportunity to get hands-
on experience in conducting EEG research as well as one MRI data acquisition demonstration.

Recommended prior knowledge

Basic understanding of statistics and the gross anatomy of the human brain is needed for this course.
As are a strong interest in cognitive processes, cognitive neurosciences and decision-making behavior.
