Depending on action, the partnerships may include
a single organisation from Ukraine, 2 or more
organisations from EU Member States and other
participating countries over the world. The
cooperation is based on the learning the EU
expertise and exchanging of best practices between
different countries in the Programme fields:
education, training, youth and sport.

In 2023, EU Erasmus + Programme funded printing
of 500,000 schoolbooks on Ukrainian language. In
2024, it is 1 million textbooks printed by the EU on
informatics and arts for 5th and 6th grade students.
So far, EUR 3 million has been earmarked by the
Erasmus+ Programme for this action, and talks are
already ongoing with the Ukrainian authorities on a
third batch of copies for the next school year. After
Russian air strikes on the city of Kharkiv, during
which one of the largest printing houses in Ukraine
was destroyed, the planned budget has been
further increased.

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The close work of NEO in Ukraine with the Ministry
of Youth and Sports and the EU Delegation to
Ukraine helps to build the capacity of organizations
working in the fields of youth and sports and non-
formal education to fully realize the opportunities
open to such organizations in cooperation projects,
youth capacity development and sports. Within the
framework of such projects, teams are working on
the implementation of digital solutions, the creation
of centers of professional excellence and the
development of internationalization of
organizations working with young people (13-30
years old) and in the field of sports, including
schools and educational institutions. Thanks to joint
efforts, it was possible to convince the European
Commission to open 2 new calls for capacity
development in the field of youth and sports for
Ukrainian organizers as applicants-coordinators of
projects.

Moreover, the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, the Ministry of Youth and Sports of Ukraine
and the Mission of Ukraine to the EU, together with
the National Erasmus+ Office in Ukraine, are holding
consultations with the European Commission's
Directorate-General for Education, Youth, Sport and
Culture on expanding opportunities for Ukrainian
organizations working in the fields of education,
youth and sport, using the example of special
support to the countries of the Western Balkans.
Also, in close cooperation, the above partners held
a series of meetings with the Ministries of
Education, Youth and Sports and the National
Erasmus+ Agencies of Italy, the Czech Repubilic,
Poland, Estonia, Portugal, Sweden and Belgium to
study the experience of transition to the new status
as Associated Country, the specifics of coordination,
financing, creation and functioning of the National
Agency(s), etc.

This will help build the capacity of Ukrainian
organisations to change the status of Ukraine's
participation in the Erasmus+ Programme in the
future. At the same time, homework to build
innovation capacity and develop successful
practices in Ukraine continues, actively overcoming
the challenges and consequences of russia's war
against Ukraine.

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (Parliament) adopted Law on Academic Integrity on 18 December 2025,
which for the first time forms the single comprehensive legislative framework of academic integrity in the
system of education and science — from general secondary to higher education, research, awarding of
degrees. The document defines the values, principles and rules of academic integrity, establishes types of
violations, procedures for their consideration, response mechanisms and sanctions, and also clearly delimits
the responsibility of individuals and institutions. The Law applies to the educational activities of education
institutions; research activities; educational activities of students; creation, review and publication of
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academic papers; entrance exams, competitions, Olympiads; awarding of degrees, procedures for internal
and external quality assurance of education and research; evaluation of research institutions. The Law
establishes a list of major violations and separately regulates the use of results generated by computer
programmes: such materials cannot be considered copyrighted if the fact of their use is not indicated. The
Law establishes a procedure for considering reports of violations of academic integrity, which provides for
specific deadlines, the rights of the parties, the obligation of education and research institutions to make
decisions, mechanisms for preventing conflicts of interest, and the possibility of appealing such decisions.
The presumption of academic integrity is established.

total granted amount of EUR 129 million
(including EUR 32 million for KA171 mobilities ).
out of these 51 680 mobilities, 34 489
originated from Ukraine since 2022, for a total
grant amount of EUR 98 million.

2.  Cooperation projects KA2:

Since 2023, Erasmus+ includes a priority to
projects aiming at addressing the consequences of
Russia’s war of aggression against Ukraine in the
Education and Training , youth and sport sectors.
Under indirect management (KA220), grants
supporting this priority have amounted to EUR 48
million since 2023.

Under direct management (by EACEA), since 2022,
Ukrainian organisations contracted grants
amounting to EUR 22.3 million, notably under
Capacity building in Higher Education and Youth.
3. KA3 and Jean Monnet actions : Ukrainian
organisations contracted grants amounting to EUR
9.3 million since 2022.

In total, Erasmus+ support for Ukrainians and
Ukrainian organisations since 2022 has amounted
to over EUR 208 million. The Programme also
supports funding dedicated to publishing school
books in Ukrainian, via to a co-delegation to OP,
which is not included in this amount.

Since 1987, HE students and staff have moved
between European universities in the Erasmus
programme. Since 2015, Erasmus+ has also
allowed short-term mobility to Erasmus+ 33
countries from other parts of the world for
students and for academic and administrative
staff. This allows students to study in a foreign
university for 2-12 months and obtain credits
which are then recognised at the sending
institution as part of their degree. The mobility
can be from 5-30 days, if part of blended mobility
(a combination of physical mobility with a virtual
component).Traineeships are also possible. Staff
mobility can be for 5-60 days. There are distinct
budgets for different regions of the world - some
12% is dedicated to mobility with the
Neighbourhood East. The global budget is
divided between the Erasmus+ 33 countries.
Institutions from these countries make up
bilateral partnerships with universities from the
Neighbourhood East and apply on behalf of their
partners. The first selection of projects in the
2021-27 phase was made in 2022. The figures
below represent the mobility planned by projects
selected each year.

Erasmus Mundus Joint Master Degree Actions (KA231)

Within this action the individual scholarships are
provided as well as design and implementation of
the Joint Master Programmes are funded by EU.
Erasmus Mundus Joint Masters (EMJMs) award
EU-funded scholarships to Master students
worldwide. The programmes last from one to two
years during which students study in at least two
different Erasmus+ 33 countries, and obtain a
joint, double, or multiple degree. Institutions from
partner countries can also be part of the consortia
that deliver these programmes (though this is not
obligatory). They can take part as full degree-
awarding partners - or as associated partners,
where they participate in the programme in some
kind of other capacity. Erasmus Mundus Design
Measures (EMDMs), introduced in 2021, are
preparatory projects to bring a joint programme to
the point where it is ready to operate as an
accredited joint degree programme, and apply to
EMJM. Such projects receive EU Grant at EUR
65 000.

Each EMJM project receives EU funding to award
a certain number of scholarships to students
worldwide, covering tuition, travel, and a living
allowance. Additional scholarships are also
available for students from specific regions.
Students can find the programmes on the Erasmus
Mundus joint masters catalogue (see links), and
apply directly to the programme coordinator. It is
also possible to pursue EM Masters without a
scholarship.

From 2014, there are 416 Ukrainian students who
received funding for their Master Degree Studies.
Alumni have been working in different spheres in
Ukraine, including national authorities, education,
business etc. around the world. Erasmus Mundus
Alumni Community is active in Ukraine and
cooperates with NEO — Ukraine and global EMA.

Ukrainian HEIs are extremely active in this type of
actions and have been working on the promotion
of European Studies in Ukraine since 2001.
Ukraine joined the Programme in 2001 with 1
project of Module, implemented by the Donetsk
National University team.

During 12 years, there were 27 projects funded by
EU: 14 modules, 2 Centers of Excellence, 3 projects
on information and research, 1 support to
association. 16 higher education institutions and 1
NGO joined Jean Monnet Action within EU’s
LifeLong Learning Programme.

From 2014-2025 calls Ukraine has become in top 5
countries with the most numbers of submitted
proposals under Erasmus+ Programme!
