Individuals can apply to
mobility projects and receive grants for traineeship
or credit mobility (EUR 900 per month), degree
mobility, (EUR 1000 per month plus travel and other
expenses), teaching, training and job shadowing,
participation in the international youth events and
activities etc. International students and young
people from abroad could benefit too and come to
Ukraine for exchange mobility etc.

The projects budget lines covers human resources
development, teaching and learning excellence,
staff costs, mobilities for exchange, study missions,
training of trainers, innovative curricular, course
and resources, methodologies, technologies and
infrastructure development, scholarships and
individual grants, all depends on the call.

Depending on action, the partnerships may include
a single organisation from Ukraine, 2 or more
organisations from EU Member States and other
participating countries over the world. The
cooperation is based on the learning the EU
expertise and exchanging of best practices between
different countries in the Programme fields:
education, training, youth and sport.

Since 2022, flexibility measure and specific mobility
grants to immediate support to individuals in
School, VET, Higher Education, Adult Education,
Youth and Sport fields.

In 2023-2024, 2 new calls for proposals for youth
and sport capacity building were opened for
Ukrainian organisations as applicants with grants up
to EUR 300,000 per project. 13 projects were
funded.

32 Ukrainian Universities received possibility to join
European University alliances as associated
partners.

In 2023, EU Erasmus + Programme funded printing
of 500,000 schoolbooks on Ukrainian language. In
2024, it is 1 million textbooks printed by the EU on
informatics and arts for 5th and 6th grade students.
So far, EUR 3 million has been earmarked by the
Erasmus+ Programme for this action, and talks are
already ongoing with the Ukrainian authorities on a
third batch of copies for the next school year. After
recent Russian air strikes on the city of Kharkiv,
during which one of the largest printing houses in
Ukraine was destroyed, the planned budget has
been further increased.

schools and educational institutions. Thanks to joint
efforts, it was possible to convince the European
Commission to open 2 new calls for capacity
development in the field of youth and sports for
Ukrainian organizers as applicants-coordinators of
projects.

Moreover, the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, the Ministry of Youth and Sports of Ukraine
and the Mission of Ukraine to the EU, together with
the National Erasmus+ Office in Ukraine, are holding
consultations with the European Commission's
Directorate-General for Education, Youth, Sport and
Culture on expanding opportunities for Ukrainian
organizations working in the fields of education,
youth and sport, using the example of special
support to the countries of the Western Balkans.
Also, in close cooperation, the above partners held
a series of meetings with the Ministries of
Education, Youth and Sports and the National
Erasmus+ Agencies of Italy, the Czech Repubilic,
Poland, Estonia, Portugal, Sweden and Belgium to
study the experience of transition to the new status
as Associated Country, the specifics of coordination,
financing, creation and functioning of the National
Agency(s), etc.

This will help build the capacity of Ukrainian
organisations to change the status of Ukraine's
participation in the Erasmus+ Programme in the
future. At the same time, homework to build
innovation capacity and develop successful

Since 1987, HE students and staff have moved
between European universities in the Erasmus
programme. Since 2015, Erasmus+ has also
allowed short-term mobility to Erasmus+ 33
countries from other parts of the world for
students and for academic and administrative
staff. This allows students to study in a foreign
university for 2-12 months and obtain credits
which are then recognised at the sending
institution as part of their degree. The mobility
can be from 5-30 days, if part of blended mobility
(a combination of physical mobility with a virtual
component).Traineeships are also possible. Staff
mobility can be for 5-60 days. There are distinct
budgets for different regions of the world - some
12% is dedicated to mobility with the
Neighbourhood East. The global budget is
divided between the Erasmus+33 countries.
Institutions from these countries make up
bilateral partnerships with universities from the
Neighbourhood East and apply on behalf of their
partners. The first selection of projects in the
2021-27 phase was made in 2022.

Within this action the individual scholarships are
provided as well as design and implementation of
the Joint Master Programmes are funded by EU.
Erasmus Mundus Joint Masters (EMJMs) award
EU-funded scholarships to Master students
worldwide. The programmes last from one to two
years during which students study in at least two
different Erasmus+ 33 countries, and obtain a
joint, double, or multiple degree. Institutions from
partner countries can also be part of the consortia
that deliver these programmes (though this is not
obligatory). They can take part as full degree-
awarding partners - or as associated partners,
where they participate in the programme in some
kind of other capacity. Erasmus Mundus Design
Measures (EMDMs), introduced in 2021, are
preparatory projects to bring a joint programme to
the point where it is ready to operate as an
accredited joint degree programme, and apply to
EMJM. Such projects receive EU Grant at EUR
65 000.

Each EMJM project receives EU funding to award
a certain number of scholarships to students
worldwide, covering tuition, travel, and a living
allowance. Additional scholarships are also
available for students from specific regions.
Students can find the programmes on the Erasmus
Mundus joint masters catalogue (see links), and
apply directly to the programme coordinator. It is
also possible to pursue EM Masters without a
scholarship.

From 2014, there are 408 Ukrainian students who
received funding for their Master Degree Studies.

They can also tackle policy topics and
issues, preparing the ground for higher education
reform, in cooperation with national authorities.
Around 10% of the annual global budget for CBHE
projects is for the Neighbourhood East. The first
selection of projects in the 2021-27 phase was
made in 2022.

The project cover staff costs, travel and subsistence
costs, equipment costs and subcontracting as well
as other costs (such us dissemination of
information, publishing or translation).

The budget is allocated by 3 Strands:

Strand 1: Fostering access to cooperation in higher
education: between EUR 200 000 and EUR 400 000
per project ( for 24-36months).

Strand 2: Partnerships for transformation in higher
education: between EUR 400 000 and EUR 800 000
per project ( for 24-36months).

Strand 3: Structural Reform projects: between EUR
600 000 and EUR 1 000 000 per project ( for 36-48
months).

Out of 288 submitted proposals, 47 projects
funded, 102 HEls, research institutions, 15 projects
with 14 Ukrainian HEls as coordinators were
recommended for funding. Top 5 Programme
Countries in Partnerships: Germany, Spain, ltaly,
Poland, Estonia and from Partner Countries:

Erasmus+

Ukrainian HEls are extremely active in this type of
actions and have been working on the promotion
of European Studies in Ukraine since 2001.
Ukraine joined the Programme in 2001 with 1
project of Module, implemented by the Donetsk
National University team.

During 12 years, there were 27 projects funded by
EU: 14 modules, 2 Centers of Excellence, 3 projects
on information and research, 1 support to
association. 16 higher education institutions and 1
NGO joined Jean Monnet Action within EU’s
LifeLong Learning Programme.

From 2014-2024 calls Ukraine has become in top 5
countries with the most numbers of submitted
proposals under Erasmus+ Programme!

In 1 stage 2014-2020 - at 7 calls - 1069 proposals
were submitted by Ukrainian institutions and in
the current stage in 4 calls - 1501 proposals were
already applied. All in all 2570 projects from
Ukraine confirmed a strong interest and needs on
the European Studies in Ukraine.

During 10 years 379 projects were recommended
for funding: 311 modules, 13 Centers of
Excellence, 30 Chairs, 7 networks, 8 support for
association, 10 projects. The projects have been
implemented by over 100 Ukrainian Higher
Education institutions, 2 research institutions and
10 NGOs.
